The REVERSE RAFFLE  is the annual 
fund-raiser for the local and international 
programs and projects of the Rotary Club of 
Knoxville (RCK) and the Rotary Foundation  
of Knoxville (RFK).

Each year, the RFK awards a $12,000 4-year college 
scholarship to a deserving Knox County graduating 
high school senior and a $2,500 1-year scholarship 
to the Community School of the Arts.

RCK has a long tradition of supporting education 
and recognizing outstanding Knox County teachers 
annually. The Club also staffs two of the “Free 
Flu Shot Saturday” sites each year and is a proud 
sponsor of the Empty Stocking Fund.

The Club was instrumental in the formation of 
the Great Smoky Mountain National Park and has 
carried out many projects in the park. Currently, 
it maintains the permanent Friends of the Smokies 
donor recognition wall display at the Sugarlands 
Visitors Center in the park near Gatlinburg.

RCK’s Twin Club relationship with the Rotary Club 
of Mátészalka, Hungary (RCM) is a major source of 
support for orphaned Hungarian children. In May 
of 2008, RCK/RCM dedicated a jointly funded 
playground at the Mátészalka Children’s Home 
orphanage. RCK also provides funds each Christmas 
for individual gifts for the orphans there. Each year, 
RCK/RCM sponsor and host 3-week summer youth 
exchange visits for Knoxville and Hungarian teens in 
each city. This year, RCK/RCM is funding/has begun 
construction of a skateboard park for local youth.

RCK is also working with the Rotary Club of Knysna, 
South Africa to help meet needs of people living 
in poverty in that area, especially children of HIV 
positive parents. The Club also contributed funds for 
books and other educational materials to support 
impoverished and underfunded pre-school and 
after-school educational programs.
